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Course Program

The qualification program is designed to meet the
different requirements of the PhD students. In the
first semester, the emphasis will be on theoretical
background, research methods and consultation
with the thesis committee. The second and third
semesters are dedicated to advanced research,
methodological courses and a teaching workshop
(given the strong value of teaching experience when

entering the job market). In the fourth and fifth
semesters, students present their results at national
and international conferences. The final semester is
spent on completing the PhD thesis.

Towards the end of the three-year period, PhD
students will also attend courses preparing them for
the post-doctorate career phase.
